In 1993 the Australian Standard for pallets was prepared by a
committee representing different industries on behalf of the
Council of Standards Australia.

Currently, there is no uniform global standard-sized pallet and
each country’s distribution chain has historically evolved in its
own way.

Below are typical dimensions of standard pallets across the world
that are approved by the International Organization for
Standardization (1SO).
